· 10 pieces of significant, work shopped, edited writing.  These can either be poems OR prose, but 
I would like a sampling of each.  

Requirements (these are subject to change):  

· three poems (at least two poems need to have at least ten lines (OR YOUR HAIKU),
 one has to have at least 20)

· two prose at least 600 words (equivalent of 1 page single spaced—your introductory essay 
doesn’t count as one of these.)

· Each work should have a title—do not underline or quote titles—either bold face them or use italics

· The other five are your choice, but they have to have been written this semester and they should be 
significant in either length or content.

 You might want to organize your writing in a specific way through theme or content, etc.

Art and lyrics, quotes, other poems, etc. 








As long as you have the required original content of work produced in CWW), you may add optional works of art, favorite published poems, quotes, or lyrics, etc.  The names of artists, authors, poets, composers, etc. must be included with documentation.  If you use images that you did not create—please cite where you found them so that you are not plagiarizing.  This can be done on each individual piece, at the end on the back of the cover, or part of your title page.

Use margins for your pages.  Indent for each new paragraph in your prose pieces as well as when writing dialogue as the speaker changes.

· Embrace neatness.  Your chapbook must reflect careful planning, proofreading, design and preparation.

· Spacing—be smart about this. Make it clear and easily readable.
· Copies—you are required to submit two copies of your chapbook on the due date.  You might want to publish more. (They make wonderful presents for family/friends and will be great to look at ten years from now!)

Creativity, care in planning, and originality will also be taken into consideration in determining your grade. Remember that this is not a yearbook or a scrapbook.  This is a formal portfolio of the serious work you crafted as a writer.  Treat it with the sophisticated respect it deserves.  Often, less is more in terms of crazy fonts, loud distracting images, colorful text, and background designs.
