The NYSSLS have a focus on learning through “Phenomena”,
where students drive the learning process with a given challenge. Students learn through real world problems, and begin to understand the world
around them. An integrated STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, Mathematics) approach has become a focus of our student’s learning, and
will drive them toward being ready for the working world beyond their education at Orchard Park Central Schools.
