The History…

Around 1100 and 1200 a.d. during the peak of Feudalism in Europe knights developed a quick way to identify themselves in battle. Noble knights created “coat of arms” or “heraldry” to distinguish themselves in battle.  The idea caught on and all throughout Europe Nobles and Knights were creating fancy coat of arms to display their family name. Heraldry were even displayed to present a Knight before a tournament and even the Kings and Vassals started to create their own. Over time every European surname would adapt it’s “official” coat of arms.

How to Make a Coat of Arms…

Every coat of arms has some mandatory items…

(Motto:
words on a placement banner

(Crest:
symbol that appears above the family crest

(Shield:
type of shield, colors, and symbol placements

(Supporters:
usually two animals, birds, or persons appearing on either side of the shield

Now for the creative stuff…

(motto design:
type of font for the motto & banner type

(wreath:
placed upon the helmet

(helmet:
type of helmet or helm

(shield:
type, at an angle, color, symbol, etc…

(name design:
type of font
