Immigration Project:Feeley

(adapted from Dannecker/Rabener)
Pretend that you are coming to America some time prior to 1930. You may be part of the group called “old” immigrants, “new” immigrants, or “Asian” immigrants. 

· Create a scrapbook (photos included) for an immigrant coming to this country.  To do so, you must research to find the answers to the points below.  
· You will write narratives/journal entries about your life in the U.S. as an Old, New, or Asian Immigrant for each page in the scrapbook. Use the information from your research in order to complete these. For each page you should discuss specific historical facts of the time period and include the triumphs and hardships that you had to deal with. Be sure to use weave historical facts throughout your narratives. 
· In addition to the above, you will be graded on creativity, artistic additions, effort and neatness.  You may use your own family information or create a fictitious family for your book. 
Include these pages in your scrapbook:

1. Where did you come from?
a. What was life like back home?

b. Why did you leave your native country?

c. How did you get here and what was the journey like?

2. Create a family tree:
a. Include at least three generations of your “family”.
3. What was it like when you arrived?
a. Where did you enter the US?

b. How were you treated?

c. Where did you live? What were the conditions like?

d. Give a broad picture of your perceptions of the U.S. during this time.
4. How did you provide for yourself and your family?
a. What did you do for work?

i. Ease or Difficulty finding work and why
ii. Americans reactions to you
iii. Conditions of workplace/home ( you may use something other than

factory work such as farming.  A homemaker counts as work!)

5. Politics:
a. Use at least two specific government examples (acts or laws) that have impacted you and

explain how they affected you/your family. 

b. Are you active in politics and/or political machines? Why/why not?
c. What discrimination or segregation in the US affects you or your friends?  Explain…
6. Extras:_
a. What did you dress like? Why?
b. What did you do in your free time? Any entertainment/ hobbies? 

c. What other interests did you have at that time?

Be sure to include a Works Cited (MLA format) at the end of your scrapbook. Use at least 3 resources, in addition to your textbook. This project will be due on ____________  Late projects will receive a 20% deduction. Your grading rubric and examples of  immigrant groups are on the back of this project.
