1. a typed list of all 64 events used, listed by category.
2. a completed bracket filled in by hand.
3. a typed explanation of winning events
4. a typed bibliography.
5. two (2) hand-drawn pictures.

DIRECTIONS:

1. Project is due by Thursday, May 4th by the end of the day.  Each day late will result in one letter grade deduction in project grade.

2. You are to work with your assigned partner.  The pairings have been generated by a state of the art random method.

3. Projects will be assessed based on completeness in fulfilling project guidelines, historical accuracy and logic in explaining winning events.  Both members of the team will receive the same grade, unless there is a letter, attached to the project, signed by both team members, which provides a detailed description of what both team members contributed.
4. Explanations for winning events should be typed, double-spaced with one-inch margins on all sides.  The bibliographic entries should be single-spaced.

5. Winning events in rounds one and two and the Sweet Sixteen do not need any explanation as to why you have chosen those events.  Starting with the Elite Eight, you need to explain the reasons for every winning event.  You will be providing seven explanations.
6. Explanations should be as follows:
· Elite Eight = four winning explanations, about six to eight sentences
· Final Four = two winning explanations, about 10 to 12 sentences 
· Finalists = one explanation for the Champion about 14 to 16 sentences, 
· You should have a total of 7 explanations
7. The dates of the competition are 1607-2016.
· Fifty percent (50%) of your picks must have occurred before 1865.
· Fifty percent (50%) of your picks must have occurred after 1865.
· Only three (3) events may be included during the years 1941-1945.  
8. Include a hand drawn picture from your Final Four and your National Champion.

9. Annotated bibliography.  You must include a list of no less than six sources.    For each source, indicate what use you made of the source and any other pertinent reflections.
