Family Values

Traditionally, the Hispanic family is a close-knit group and the most important social unit.

The term “familia” usually goes beyond the nuclear family. The Hispanic "family unit" includes not only parents and children but also extended family.  In most Hispanic families, the father is the head of the family, and the mother is responsible for the home. Individuals within a family have a moral responsibility to aid other members of the family experiencing financial problems, unemployment, poor health conditions, and other life issues.

Family ties are very strong: when someone travels to another town or city to study or for a short visit (e.g., vacation, business, medical reasons), staying with relatives or even with friends of relatives is a common practice.  Families often gather together to celebrate holidays, birthdays, baptisms, first communions, graduations, and weddings. Hispanic families instill in their children the importance of honor, good manners, and respect for authority and the elderly.  Preserving the Spanish language within the family is a common practice in most Hispanic homes.

Family is the most important value that unifies the Latino community!

Family is the nucleus of Hispanic life. Hispanics show a strong identification with their nuclear and extended family members.  Strong feelings of loyalty, reciprocity and solidarity are common among members of the same family.

Hispanics have a sense of obligation to provide material and emotional support to members of the nuclear and extended family. One of the most pervasive values in the Latino culture is the importance of the family, including the extended family. 


In Latino families, the family needs usually override the individual’s needs. In fact, this is true to the extent that “An individual’s self-confidence, worth, security, and identity are determined by his relationship to other family members”.  The concept of family can extend to a network of friends, neighbors, and organizations that all make up the community of which one is a part.

This network is a means of support when addressing a variety of problems or crises that may occur.  In general, the concept of family, or “familism”, helps the family survive the difficulties that occur throughout life.

Rituals and Religion

In the Hispanic world, religion has traditionally played a significant role in daily activity.  More than 90% of the Spanish-speaking world is Roman Catholic.  Catholicism is seen as the predominant religious belief in Latino communities in the United States. In recent years, other faith denominations have experienced growth within the U.S. Hispanic community.  The church influences family life and community affairs, giving spiritual meaning to the Hispanic culture.  Each local community celebrates its patron saint's day with greater importance and ceremony than individuals do for personal birthdays. As in other parts of the world, traces of the religions of the Indians and African-Americans of Latin America are found in the Catholicism that Hispanics practice.

We often think of religion as centering on a church or other place of worship. Although many religious practices take place in churches, there are also altars in public places and in homes where people can practice their faith.

Religion is central to marriage and family life in the Latino culture.  Religious beliefs include an understanding of the Bible and other sources of religious teachings and provide guidance on how to live as an individual within the context of a family.  Religious institutions such as the church are also a source of help and support for families in times of trouble.

Many Latinos believe that religion, and more specifically Catholicism, has been so much a part of Latino culture for centuries that it no longer can be separated from the cultural values of Latino people.  Even if a person does not participate in organized religion, the religious beliefs are still part of family life.  In addition, local religious institutions where Latinos are members are usually viewed as trustworthy and influential in the lives of Latino families.


Las Fiestas de San Fermín or los sanfermines

The Fiesta de San Fermín is celebrated only in the city of Pamplona, Spain.  The celebrations begin on the seventh day of the seventh month (July) beginning each day at seven in the morning and continuing for seven days.  San Fermín (Saint Fermín) is the patron saint of Pamplona.  Each city in Spain celebrates their patron saint by creating a holiday on the day or week of the saint’s feast day (on the calendar).  Often a bullfight is a part of the celebration.

According to legend the encierros (running of the bulls) started in Pamplona years ago when the toros were herded through the streets on the way to the plaza de toros.  Young reckless boys would dash out in front of the toros.  This custom has been followed since 1591.  Spaniards, who participate in the encierros without injury, give thanks to San Fermín.

At seven in the morning, the gate to the corrals opens and a rocket is fired.  A second rocket signals to the crowd that the six toros and six oxen are in the street.  The barricaded streets are lined with daring participants.  People dress in white shirts and pants and wear red pañuelos (scarves) and sashes for this holiday.

People from all over the world come to participate in or watch the encierros.  Thousands of spectators stand at windows, on balconies and behind the barricades.  Most of the runners are young men, but there are some older men who return year after year, even if they have been previously injured!  The runners stand at different locations along the route and take off running the minute the toros appear.

Even if one is an excellent runner, this is a very dangerous custom because runners could trip and fall, causing others to fall.  Of course there is also the danger of being gored by one of the bulls’ horns.  Since this event began in1591, records show that at least 52 people have died from injuries.  In 1987, 31 people were injured.  What draws men to risk their lives in this crazy manner? Perhaps they think it is the macho thing to do.

The run ends when the toros reach the plaza de toros.  At this time a third rocket is fired to signal that all the toros are now in the ring.  It is here that the six toros will face the toreros (bullfighters) later in the day.  

In the afternoon, there are desfiles (parades) featuring bands and the famous gigantes (giants) made of paper maché.  The streets are filled with people dancing, singing and drinking (usually too much cerveza and vino).

The corridas de toros begin in the late afternoon.  After the corridas the partying continues late into the night with fireworks and more dancing, singing and drinking.  The streets of Pamplona are filled people until the early morning hours.

Early the next morning, the weary crowd will rouse itself for the second day of the fiesta.  And so it goes for six more days!
